Scape Bracts: inflorescence leaves

Flower: 1.75in (4.4cm) long; pale lavender, slightly striped; tubular; Clawson, MI; 8/20 - 8/25 - 9/5

Seed: sets viable seeds, green with burgundy tint pods

Clump History: the original seedling; 7 years old; Clawson, MI

Notable Characteristics:  unique petioles spread horizontally in August
